CFF 2025 is held at The Anthem on Thursday, November 6. Main doors open at 6pm. 
Registration opens around 5:45pm. 
 
The Anthem is located at 901 Wharf St SW. The entrance is facing the water side of The 
Wharf, one block south of Maine Ave SW.  
 

Is there an age limit to attend?

Is there a dress code?

Will coat check be available?  
 
Yes! We will be offering a complimentary coat check at registration. DCCK nor The 
Anthem are responsible for lost or stolen items, so please don’t leave valuables at coat 
check. 
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How do I get to The Anthem? 
There are a variety of ways to get to The Anthem: 
 
Taxi/Rideshare – Parking at The Wharf is very limited – we encourage you to consider 
taking a ride share or taxi service. There are designated drop-off and pick-up locations 
for Uber, Lyft, and taxis near The Wharf. 
 
Metro – The Anthem is 4 blocks away from L’Enfant Plaza on the Blue, Orange, Silver, 
and Yellow lines, and 4 blocks away from the Green line stop at Waterfront Metro. 
There is a free SW Neighborhood Shuttle that picks up from L’Enfant Plaza that drops 
off on Maine Ave. right near The Anthem. Please note, the shuttle stops running at 
8:30pm on Thursday nights. 
 
Bike – There is bike parking, as well as a Capital Bikeshare docking station, at the 
corner of 900 Maine Ave & 9th Street SW. 
 
Bus – The 52 Metro Bus stops near The Anthem on Maine Ave. 
 
Driving from North (Baltimore, MD) – From I-495, take I-295 South. Exit at 1B-C toward 
I-695/Route 395/Downtown. Take Exit 5 for 7th Street/L’Enfant Promenade. Turn left 
onto 7th Street towards Maine Avenue. Turn right onto Maine Ave. The Wharf is on your 
left. 
 
Driving from South & West (Fredericksburg, VA) – Take I-395 North to Exit 4 toward 
SW Waterfront/Nationals Park/Maine Ave. Follow 9th Street to Maine Ave. The Wharf is 
on your right. 
 
Driving from East (Annapolis, MD) – Take Rte. 50 West to I-295. Proceed to I-295 
South and take Exit 1B-C toward I-695/Route 395/Downtown. Take Exit 5 for 7th 
Street/L’Enfant Promenade. Turn left onto 7th Street towards Maine Avenue. Turn right 
onto Maine Ave. The Wharf is on your left.

The Anthem is located at The Wharf, which does have public parking available. The 
neighborhood is a very popular attraction, so parking can be limited on busy nights.
